All visiting pets, must be on a leash and controlled by a responsible adult at all times

Leashes may be no longer than 4 feet.

All pets must be healthy and currently vaccinated.

Owners are responsible for the immediate clean up and proper disposal of any and all animal
waste produced by their visiting pet.

Pet owners are required to keep control of their pet(s) at all times. The resort reserves the right to
have any pet removed from the grounds for any reason that our staff may deem a danger, hazard, or a
nuisance. Inthe event an unruly or nuisance pet and/or their owners need to be evicted from the
resort property, no refunds or any fees will be granted.

Absolutely, no pets will be left in unattended vehicles or left unattended on the grounds by their owner
or agent.

As required by law, registered Service Dogs are exempt from this policy.
